* e.g. Hay unos museos. [There are some museums.]
No hay means there isn’t or there aren’t.
 e.g. No hay piscina. [There isn’t a swimming pool.]

* e.g. No hay parques. [There are no parks.]

+ Use mis and tus with a plural noun.
e.g. mis padres [my parents], tus amigos [your friends].
