With plural nouns, use [os before masculine nouns and [as before

ferninine ones, eg. Leavate los mares! [Wosh your hands!]

These are also determiners. and mean 'a’. Use befare a

muasculine singular noun and before a feminine singular noun,

eg Me gustapn pern Y heluda. [I would [ike a pear and

and mean 'somaea’. Usa before mosculine plural nouns

and before feminine plural nouns, e.g. Me gustaria siruclug

y basudillos.

Adjectives

In Spanish, adjestives are placed after the noun that they describe
and they need to agree with it.

If the noun is feminine, swap the -owith an -a at the end, e.g. un pastel
delisiose [o delicious cake], una per delisiosn [a delicious pear].

If the adjective finishes with an -g, it doesn't change, e.g. uro manzoro
karrible [a horrible apple].

If the noun is plural, remember to add an extra -5-, 2.9. uRKe MoRzarne

delisiosns [some delicdous apples]
