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Adjective endings change tc agree with the noun they describe.

» If the adjective ends with an -o, swap it with an -a fer feminine nouns, e.g. un
vestido amarillo [a yellow dress], una chaqueta amarilia [a yellow jacket].

» If the adjective ends with an -e or a conscnant, it doesn’t
change, e.g. una camiseta verde [a green T-shirt].

» If the noun is plural, remember to add -s if it ends with a vowel and add
-es if it ends with a consonant e.g. unas botas azules [some blue bocts].

The pronouns lofla/los/las replace nouns in sentences. See the follewing
examples with the verb ‘comprar’ [to buy]:

« [ois used to replace masculine singular items. e.g. Puedes comprario
[You can buy it], to replace un reloj [watch].

» [a is used to replace feminine singular items. e.g. Puedes compraria
[You can buy it], to replace una pera [a pear].

« los is used to replace masculine plural items or a mix of masculine
+ feminine items. e.g. Puedes comprarios [You can buy them], to
replace unos zapatos [shoes].

» [as is used to replace femtinine plural items. e.g. Puedes comprarias
[You can buy them], to replace unas salchichas [some sausages].
